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Increasing amounts of carbon (as CO2) in the atmosphere is rapidly changing Earth’s climate. Emissions from fossil fuel burning are continually increasing the amount of CO2 in the atmosphere. Natural processes can only absorb about half of those emissions into oceans and the land. 
The rate of CO2 emissions needs to be reduced to less than 20% of the current CO2 emission rate to allow the land and oceans to absorb CO2 as fast as it is emitted without leaving excess CO2 in the atmosphere.
